Having reviewed the recently published information for the A428, the PC was of 


the opinion that a majority of the analysis undertaken by Jacobs was flawed and 


that all residents should be encouraged to attend the forthcoming consultations to 


discuss our concerns with Highways England.  It was agreed to have an informal 


village meeting (22nd March) to determine a PC response and canvass opinion on 

the Orange Route.
